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TAKEOFF & LANDING:  SEATBELT/HARNESSES: 
Belts must be worn for takeoff, landing, taxi, as advised 
by pilot and when light is annunciated.  Belts are best 
worn at all times.  Fasten belts by inserting latch into 
buckle (1), pulling belt snug (2).  Release by pulling up 
on lip of buckle (3).  Shoulder harnesses (cockpit only) 
separately attach to buckle. 

SMOKING: 
Smoking is permitted on this aircraft. Ashtrays are lo-
cated in the cabinet behind the copilot’s seat. No smoking 
during taxi, take-off, landing or when oxygen is in use. 

RESTROOM: 
Using restrooms before boarding and during stops is rec-
ommended. During flight, the potty (or for men, the relief 
tube) may be used.  Because the potty is non-flushing, 
number 2 should be avoided if possible.  In the event the 
potty is used for number 2, please advise the pilot.  There 
are wipes, tissues and hand sanitizer for use.  The relief 
tube should be flushed with water after each use. 

NAUSEA: 
Turbulence in flight at times is completely normal and 
should not be feared.  If nauseous, lean your head and 
body into the seat; try to relax as much as possible.  Al-
low your body to move with any aircraft motion.  Do not 
try to fight or “stop” the motion by tensing your body and 
any nausea should pass.  Try to let your pilot know so he 
may provide you with an anti-nausea device.  There are 
convenience bags in the cabinet behind the copilot’s seat 
and the potty may also be utilized.   

SEATS: 
The 4 cabin club seats can slide forward/aft with handle 
below seat front and by folding over carpet mats as 
needed.  Seats are reclined using armrest button.  Seats 
may need to be slid forward in order to create space from 
bulkheads in order to recline.  The far aft cabin seat may 
be reclined by pulling lever up below seat front and 
pressing back.  Place fully upright for takeoff and land-
ing.  Copilot seat adjusts fore, aft and vertically.    

PILLOWS/BLANKETS: 
Pillows and blankets are located in aft baggage compart-
ment or on seats. 
EMERGENCY OXYGEN: 
The pressurized cabin ensures a comfortable atmosphere.  
However, at some high altitudes or in the event of de-
pressurization, oxygen could be necessary.  In the event 
oxygen is required, follow the instructions below.  

EMERGENCY LANDING: 
In the event an emergency landing is necessary, passen-
gers should assume brace positions as follows: 

FIRE EXTINGUISHER: 
Clipped under the pilot’s seat.  To operate: 
Hold upright, pull pin, depress lever han-
dle.  Discharge at base of flame with side-
to-side motion: 



EXITS: 
There are two exits, left side of cabin and an emergency exit 
on the forward, right side cabin. 

LIFE VESTS/RAFT: 
Life vests are stored behind each seatback pocket and 
the life raft is in the aft baggage.  Under no conditions 
should the life raft be inflated inside the aircraft.  In-
flate life raft by pulling cord entirely out.  Securely 
hold cord while boarding or tie up to aircraft if still 
afloat. 

HEAT/AIR-CONDITIONING: Air-conditioning is supplied from 
the rectangular louver vents, ventilation from the round vents 
and heating from the floor.  Let the pilot know if you are too 
hot or cold.�

CABIN LIGHTING: Each seat is equipped with a reading 
light turned on by the overhead button.  The switch for the left 
forward facing club seat is on the sidewall.  This side wall 
switch is also used for disembarking but this switch must be 
turned off after unloading to secure battery.   

ENTERTAINMENT: Six headsets are located in the 
drawer beneath right forward facing club seat. Two are 
noise canceling and should be turned on prior to use 
and turned off after using. Should the red light not 
come on, additional batteries are in each case.  Head-
sets are plugged into the jack so marked.  Each headset 
has its own volume control.  The Xbox has no volume 
adjustment on its remote but the satellite radio does. 
 

There is an Xbox 360 system for games, DVD’s and 
CD’s.  The media library is in the cabinet aft of the co-
pilot’s seat.  There is also a Sirius satellite radio.  Turn 
the white master switch on (below the units) before us-
ing.  The remote controls for the satellite radio and 
Xbox (along with wireless controllers) are located in 
the drawer below the left forward facing club seat. 
 

Ipods, etc may be played through the system by plug-
ging them into the inputs (both sides of the forward 
cabin) and in the cockpit.  The cable for this is located 
in the drawer below the left forward facing club seat. 
 

An electronic Boggle game is located in the cabinet 
behind the copilot’s seat. 

ELECTRIC OUTLET/BATTERY CHARGERS: There is 
one 110V electric outlet below the Xbox and two cigarette 
lighter chargers by each cabin table. 

CABIN TABLES/CUP HOLDERS 
There are 2 tables — keep stowed for takeoff and landing.  
Two cup holders are by each table. 

REFRESHMENT CENTER: 
Located in the aft lounge, there are 3 coolers and 2 thermoses.  
Coffee cups and sugar are located in the cabinet aft of the right 
forward facing club seat.  There is also a drawer for trash in 
this cabinet as well as a magazine rack.
